SECTION ONE – WATERLILIES

HARDY waterlilies will grow anywhere in Australia. They prefer full sun but some varieties will flower in partial shade. If more tropical some protection from extreme conditions is recommended or preferably grow more tropical varieties.

Colours range from whites, pinks, reds, yellow and apricot. To plant lilies you will need approximately 200ml pots. Line with newspaper, use a mix of one third cow manure to two parts loam, or alternatively use a tablespoon of slow release fertiliser (osmocote) for native plants of our fertiliser tablets. After lining the pot with newspaper fill your pot with your soil mix and plant the lily with the neck of the plant above the soil level. Top with either river sand or pebbles, damp thoroughly and place in the pond. If the final position is for deep water we recommend you start off new plants in shallower water and deepen as it becomes more established.

Hardy lilies will flower from September through to April. Water depths 30cm to 50cm. Some varieties will grow up to 1 metre of water. Do not use algaecides in newly planted lily ponds.

SECTION THREE – TROPICAL WATERLILIES

Tropical waterlilies grow well in all warmer parts of Australia. Some varieties adapt well to cooler parts. If very cold and frosty they are often treated as an annual or can be wintered in damp sand until late spring when they can be reintroduced to the pond. The bulb or corm lies dormant in late winter and emerges in the spring. They flower for a long time often into winter in Perth and all year further north. The leaves are large and as beautiful as the flowers. They establish quickly and are all fragrant with f lowers standing well out of the water. Pot the same as for hardy lilies. Some varieties will grow well in shade as well as full sun, as long as it is a warm spot. Colours range from white, yellow, pinks, blues, cyclamens, apricots and night blooming varieties.

SECTION FIVE – LOTUS

Lotus come specially packed. Each piece looks like a string of sausages. They must have three growing shoots. Handle very carefully so as not to damage the growing tips. Lotus need room to run and good soil similar to lilies. Make an indentation in the soil and lay the tuber along it. Lightly cover with heavy sand or gravel and place a flat stone to hold it down until it gets established. Do not bury deeply. Water to 30cm and higher once established. We find that in the Perth area it will establish itself in the first season and flower from the second season. All parts are edible.
